Sheet Numbering

would be numbered 20. 1. A new sheet added between sheets 18. 1 and 18.2 would be
numbered 18.

All services offered in this tariff will be provided on a first-come
first-served basis. The use and restoration of services shall be in

Liability

The Company s obligation to furnish the services described in this tariff
is dependent upon its ability to provide such service after provision has
been made for the Company s exchange services.

1.5 Installation and Termination of Services

The services provided under this tariff (A) will include any entrance
cable or drop wiring and wire or intrabuilding cable to that point where
provision is made for termination ofthe Company s outside distribution
network facilities at a suitable location inside a customer-designated
premises and (B) will be installed by the Company to such Point of
Termination. Wire required within a building to extend Access Service
facilities will be provided, at the customer s request, on a time sensitive
charge basis. The labor rates for the installation of such wire are the
same as those set forth in Section 10 , Miscellaneous Services under
Additional Labor.

1.6 Maintenance of Services

The services provided under this tariff shall be maintained by the
Company.

Except as provided for equipment and systems subject to FCC Part 68
Regulations at 47 C. R. section 68.11O(b), the Company may, where
such action is reasonably required in the operation of its business , (A)
change any facilities used in providing service under this tariff, (B)
change minimum protection criteria, (C) change operating or
maintenance characteristics of facilities or (D) change operations or
procedures of the Company. The Company shall not be responsible if
the change renders customer furnished services obsolete or requires
modification of the customer furnished services. If such change
materially affects the operating characteristics of the facility, the
Company will provide reasonable notification to the customer in writing.
Reasonable time will be allowed for any redesign and implementation
required by the changes made. The Company will work cooperatively
with the customer to determine reasonable notification procedures.

designated by that customer to receive such notices of non-
compliance , discontinue the provision of the services to the non-
complying customer at any time thereafter. In the case of such
discontinuance, all applicable charges, including termination
charges , shall become due. If the Company does not discontinue
the provision of the services involved on the date specified in the
thirty (30) day s notice, and the customer s non-compliance
continues , nothing contained herein shall preclude the Company
right to discontinue the provision of the services to the non-
complying customer without further notice.
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
